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Access Arrangements 

Access arrangements are an important
aspect of ensuring no pupil is disadvantaged
in assessments. We apply these strictly in
accordance with the Joint Council for
Qualifications (JCQ) regulations. For those
pupils who qualify, access arrangements and
reasonable adjustments are available in
public exams, school exams and where
appropriate, in class tests, admissions
processes and lessons.

Support

Support is based on individual needs and so
tailored to each pupil. As a result, the support
provided is always changing and adapting,
however, some examples of our most
common types of support are: 
• Executive skills support (1:1 and drop-in
sessions available to all pupils, which help
with areas of executive functioning) 
• Handwriting, Typing and Spelling groups
• Study skills support 
• Reading comprehension support 
• Informal assessment (to explore potential
needs) 
• Assessment reviews (to help pupils
understand the findings of formal
assessments)
