Application 

 

Parents indicate to MTP that they wish to be considered for entry to MTS in the Summer Term of 

Year 5. Discussions are held with parents by the Senior Leadership Team to give advice on the 

suitability of a transfer to the Senior School.

Assessment 

 

Assessment has three components: 

 

1. Initial discussions are held in the summer of Year 5 between MTP and MTS on the suitability 

of candidates for transfer. Following these discussions and discussions with parents by the 

Senior Leadership team of MTP, a letter giving the likelihood of transfer to the Senior School 

will be sent. Confirmation of a place will be subject to continued good academic progress and 

conduct prior to admission, and a satisfactory performance in the Year 6 internal 

examinations.
